Rotate your work, stay at the same side (don’t  turn) grap your hook underneath and work at
the other side the fol lowing stitches: 1 sc,  1 hdc, 1 dc,  2trc,  1 dc,  1 hst,  1 sc,  2 ch. 
Work 1 sl  st  in 2nd ch from hook for the t ip of the leaf.  1 sc,  1 hdc, 1 dc,  2trc,  1 dc,  1 hst,  1 sc,
2 ch, 1 sl  st  in starting point of the leaf.  
Work sc 8 in the branch, 1 sl  st  in the starting point of leaf 2.  

LEAF 10 :  work ch 8,  work in 2nd ch from hook sc 7 back. 
Rotate your work, stay at the same side (don’t  turn) grap your hook underneath and work at
the other side the fol lowing stitches: 1 sc,  1 hdc, 3 dc,  1 hdc, 1 sc,  2 ch. 
Work 1 sl  st  in 2nd ch from hook for the t ip of the leaf.  1 sc,  1 hdc, 3 dc,  1 hdc, 1 sc,  1 sl  st  in
starting point of the leaf.  
Work sl  st  8 in the branch, 1 sl  st  in the starting point of leaf 1.  

LEAF 11 :  work ch 7,  work in 2nd ch from hook sc 6 back. 
Rotate your work, stay at the same side (don’t  turn) grap your hook underneath and work at
the other side the fol lowing stitches: 1 sc,  1 hdc, 2 dc,  1 hdc, 1 sc,  2 ch. 
Work 1 sl  st  in 2nd ch from hook for the t ip of the leaf.  1 sc,  1 hdc, 2 dc,  1 hdc, 1 sc,  1 sl  st  in
starting point of the leaf.  
Work 8 sl  st  in the branch. 

The branch is ready! 
Fasten off loose threads. Pin the branch in the middle and sew with a basting stitch on the bag,
using the l ino melange yarn.

HANDLES

Cut 2 straps of 55 cm with the stanley knife and the metal ruler.  
Make 4 holes at the end of the handles with the hole puncher and hammer, use the plastic
board underneath. I  used the rough backside of the straps for a natural look. 
Place the end of the handles 2,5 cm from the edge in the right posit ion. Take a raw l inen
thread and split  i t .  Take a l ino melange thread, use the yarns together.  (the raw l inen yarn isn’t
strong enough, that ’s why you have to combine the yarns).  
Sew the handles t ight,  in cross shape, on the bag. Make a double knot inside the bag and
fasten off loose threads with the needle. 
You can attach a leather (name) label on the bag, i f  you l ike. 

Your ‘bag to nature’  is  ready! enjoy!
